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GARY KUESTER MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP



The Gary Kuester Memorial Scholarship is being established at Northeast Community College.  Once the endowment is fully funded, the scholarship will be awarded to students enrolled in the Renewable Fuels Technology Program. This scholarship will be part of the McIntosh Legacy Society Scholarship Program that was established by the J. Paul and Eleanor McIntosh Family to encourage philanthropy in education.  Once $100,000 is raised for the Gary Kuester Memorial Scholarship, the McIntosh Family will match it 50 percent with an additional contribution of $50,000, generating approximately $6,700 to be used for scholarships annually.
Gary Kuester was involved in several ethanol projects in Nebraska. He was a founder and member of the board of directors of Husker Ag, LLC, of Plainview, Nebraska.  Mr. Kuester was influential in the formation of LB 536, which initiated Nebraska’s ethanol production incentive program. Mr. Kuester was also influential in the development of Norfolk’s Elkhorn Valley Ethanol and NEDAK Ethanol in Atkinson. He served on the board of Val-E Ethanol in Ord.  Mr. Kuester died after a battle with cancer on December, 2006.
